A unique opportunity to immerse yourself in the beauty and healing potency of the West Kimberley, led by traditional owner, senior lawman and cameleer Harry Watson, members of his family and a team of experienced healers and teacher/therapists.

Our indigenous hosts will involve us in traditional ancestral activities teaching the relationship between nature and aboriginal culture, and survival skills such as tracking, collecting bush tucker and finding water. 

Daniel and Lorraine will support the inner journey of the trekkers, by providing a variety of healing, ritual and meditation experiences. Opening ourselves to the healing power of nature and the purity and spiritual potency of the Kimberley wilderness has a profound impact on all involved, emotionally and spiritually. The facilitators have extensive professional experience in the healing journey and in journeying the Kimberley environment.

There will also be many opportunities to enjoy ourselves, to allow the inner child out to play, dream, sing, dance and marvel at the beauty of such a glorious part of the world. 

This year’s tour has a special significance as we will leave Broome in the energetic afterglow of a lunar eclipse of 4 June and the Transit of Venus on 6 June, culminating in the first exact square between Uranus and Pluto, the most powerful transit of 2012/2013, on the last day of the trek!

        July 14. Bus from Broome to Jarlmadangah Aboriginal community for opening rituals, and overnight stay.

        15-17th Slow walking and riding with camels along the mighty Fitzroy River, camping with swags and domes.

        18-21st Stationary camp for meditation, ritual and healing workshops and, day trips to exploration.

        22-24th Return trek along Fitzroy to final night at Jarlmadangah. Evening celebrations.

        25th Final circle, goodbyes and return bus to Broome.

As we will be operating largely under Aboriginal time the program will be open to change accordingly, once we are 

on our trek. The pace will slow and cruisy, around 10 kms a day and 2 camels will be available for riding. All 

participants will be asked to contribute to the day to day running of the camp, which allows things to operate

smoothly and adds to our sense of community.

Information Sheet

Travel Arrangements
Air travel: Because we need to reach a minimum number of registrations for each tour to go ahead, we strongly encourage participants not to book their flights until the tour has been confirmed.

We do encourage people to make use of flight/accommodation specials as extra time in Broome before and after the trip can enhance your experience. Re-entering civilization after our period in the wild can be quite a culture-shock for some people, so we suggest making time to ease this transition. 

Times: Pre-trek orientation meal (optional but recommended) Evening of June 14th
Pick up/Drop off. June 15th: We meet at 8 am outside Dragonfly Café in Chinatown, Broome. Travel by bus to Mt Anderson.            June 17th: We return to Broome by midday. Feast that evening
Payment Details and Refund Policy
Cost $2900 ex Broome, includes all transport (excluding airfares), food (predominantly vegetarian with fish and traditional aboriginal food if requested), camels and cameleers, swag, mosquito dome and facilitation. Not including the cost of pre-trek meal or post-trek feast in town. Included in your fees are a generous contribution to the self-reliance of the model community of Jarlmadanga, created by Harry and his brother John. It also supports Harry’s work with at risk youth from local towns.
A $600 deposit is to be paid with your registration, unless alternative arrangements are made, with the balance due 15 May 2012.  Deposit is non-refundable within 6 weeks of the event, less a $50 administration fee for cancellations before that. There is a full refund should the event be cancelled. If you withdraw from the tour for any reason, once that tour has commenced, no part of the tour fee shall be refunded, unless otherwise negotiated.

What to Bring

· Please limit your personal items to one small bag with less than 10 kg in weight, not including  sleeping bag. The bag should be no larger than 60 by 40 by 40 cm. (Many hotels etc have facilities for storing excess luggage not needed for the trek.) 
· Clothes for warm to hot days and cold weather at night. Have a change of clothes for roughing it. Clothes can be washed and dried easily along the way.

· A sleeping bag, plus a sheet or sarong is handy and some bring a blow up pillow. (You will     be provided with a swag and a mosquito dome at Mt. Anderson).
· Wide-brimmed hat, insect repellent, sunscreen, walking shoes, already worn in! Thongs or crocks are handy too for the rest periods.
· Warm coat for nights, Semi-waterproof ones or $2 ponchos are good in case we get rain.
· Torch & spare batteries.
· Bathers & towel, toiletries. Ladies are asked to use cotton sanitary products which decompose in natural environments.
· A day pack with lunch and water containers.
· Cameras can be used in most conditions. Bring extra film.

· A small diary and pens are also good to have.

Pre-trek Orientation Meal (optional but recommended) June 13


Day 1: Bus from Broome to Mt. Anderson Station for opening rituals, and overnight stay.                  


Days 2-4: Slow walking and riding with camels along the mighty Fitzroy River, camping with swags.


Days 5-7: Stationary camp for meditation, ritual and healing workshops and, day trips for exploration.


Days 8-10: Trekking through the Grant Ranges, visiting rock art and other sites. Feast with community


Day 11: Final circle, goodbyes and return bus to Broome.  Feast in town the evening of the 24th.
